The audit file 
contained your name, address and tal< identification number. Price Meadows immediately contacted this 
professional and was assured to its satisfaction that the email was deleted without opening the file and that 
it was subsequently erased from the Fidelity server. 

Due to this error, there is a possibility that your personal infl.mnation may have been compromised, and we 
encourage you to pay particular attention to any unusual activity. Given the professional relationship 
between our administration firm and Fidelity Mar~t Services, we believe your personal infonnation is sate.
